This contract is mandated by the Supervision Guidelines approved on 1/15/02 by the South Carolina Board of Examiners for Licensure of Professional Counselors, Marriage and Family Therapists, and Psycho-Educational Specialists. Please find those guidelines attached to this contract.

1)
The supervision will be individual supervision.

2)
The supervision will occur at 2611River Drive Columbia, SC 29201. It will generally last 8 hours, and occur one day per month. It is anticipated that this Supervision Contract will extend for _____ hours of individual supervision.

3)
The fee for individual supervision is $70.00 per hour; there is no charge for cancellations made 24 hours in advance.

4)
The supervisor is available for therapeutic emergencies by calling (803) 917-8773. The process for addressing suicidal or homicidal ideation and other high risk situations is to follow standards of common practice. This includes judging the degree of dangerousness, and it's immediacy, through appropriate clinical evaluation, consultation with relevant parties, and mutual agreement including the client, (except in cases of involuntary psychiatric hospitalization) on the most clinically sound course of action. Duty to warn potential victims is also an action that must be considered.


Actions for addressing therapeutic emergencies may include, but are not limited to psychiatric hospitalization (voluntary or involuntary), family/friends/client agreeing to not leave client alone and agreeing to follow commonly accepted support strategies, resolving the precipitating issues that led to the ideation/situations through commonly employed therapeutic interventions and strategies, agreement on a follow-up/safety plan, contacting local emergency personnel by calling 911, and any other action within the standards of common practice in the field, to eliminate imminent danger to self/others or other high risk situations.

5)
The supervisee understands and agrees to comply with the LPC ethics and applicable S.C. and federal laws pertaining to confidentially. This includes the proper response to subpoenas, request for records, storage and maintenance of records and other actions that protect the client's confidentiality. The supervisee is knowledgeable about and committed to abiding by the SC Code of Laws 19-11-95, (Confidences of patients of mental illness or emotional conditions), 40-75-190 (Confidentiality of client communications; exceptions) and SC Cod of Regulations 36-19 (Code of Ethics for Professional Counselors) and the complete LPC Licensing Act, SC Code of Laws and the SC Code of regulations.

6)
The supervisor and supervisee do not engage in dual relationships which might impair their objectivity and professional judgment, neither with each other, nor with clients: Accepting gifts is not appropriate and self disclosure of information which might impair their objectivity and professional judgment is not appropriate.

7)
The supervisee agrees that the supervisor may exchange any information obtained in the supervision process with other supervisors. Listed below are all of the Supervisee's current supervisors with whom the Supervisee agrees that James H. Brown, MDiv, MA may exchange information.

A learning plan will be developed that addresses commonly accepted treatment models and techniques.

Supervision evaluation instruments will be completed by the supervisor and supervisee addressing each other's professional performance every quarter, or at the first and last supervision session, if the supervision duration is less than 3 months. Client satisfaction surveys shall be reviewed one time per quarter, or sooner if they supervision duration is less than 3 months.

This Supervision Contract and/or the Supervision Plan may be amended at the initiation of either party, within the guidelines of The LPC/MFT/PES Board, whenever either party deems it appropriate.
